We all need a friend or two.
The goal and purpose of “Joy for our Journey” is to support and love each other along our Journey. And to find joy again. We do this with Scripture, Bible study, prayer, love and support of each other. And we plan fun activities and food.
We start a new Bible study on March 2: “Be Joyful” by Warren W Wiersbe.
I have resigned from Children's  ministry after more than 30 years. I felt God leading me to concentrate on the widows group.
